 Year 12 Post Exam Period
During the period after your AS Exams, all year 12 students will follow a program of study, which will cover both UCAS applications and Enrichment opportunities.

This program is part of your contract and will ensure your enrolment into year 13 is as smooth as possible. It is vital if UCAS deadlines are to be met and relevant research and work experience is to be gained. This will put all year 12 students in an excellent position in September, when you have your Higher Education Interview.

It is also an opportunity to be part of Enrichment activities, which will further enhance your application to University and Employment. 
All students will take part in the following – 

Higher Education / Employment

· Post Exam interview – Each student will attend an individual interview with HBB, MRS, BNW to complete an Action Plan and set targets for the Post Exam Period (interviews will take place on 14th/15th/16th June – students to sign up outside F201).
· HE Evening – All students and parents are invited to attend a Higher Education Evening on 16th June in the Arts Theatre at 6.00pm.
· Higher Education Conference – Thursday 17th June – All students will attend a Higher Education Conference held at Liverpool University, where a large number of Universities will be represented.
· Extended Project Qualification – Friday 18th June.  Students interested in studying this additional qualification will attend an introductory session to identify a project title and begin the research process.

· All students must complete HE / Employment research – Students will undertake research and ensure their Higher Education (H.E) Pack is completed – The College Resource Center will be available on Mon 21st & Tues 22nd June for year 12 students. Staff will also be on hand for any further support.
· UCAS Enrolment Days 1 & 2  - Students will need to sign up for a session outside F201 to enroll electronically onto UCAS -24th & 25th June
Enrichment

· 17th-19th June & 27th-29th June - Duke of Edinburgh Gold 
· 23rd June – Sports Day – College students to support P.E Dept
· 29th June & 30th June - Enterprise Days (College students to support lower school students and staff)

· 29th June – 1st July – Oxbridge trip
· 5th – 9th July & 12th – 16th July – College/Dept Enrichment Opportunities.
· 5th – 8th July – Paris trip
· 12th July – College Alton Towers trip.

N.B – This period is also an excellent opportunity for all year 12 students to undertake any relevant Work Experience they require in order to support their application to University.

This is particularly relevant for specific professions i.e. – Medicine, Dentistry, Teaching, Law, Physiotherapy etc, but is also important to ensure you have a competitive advantage over other applicants.
It is vital that this period is utilised well and we look forward to supporting you throughout this program.
